Even though the Bavarian sport of "Masskrugstemmen" is centered around one liter glass stein 
full of fresh Bavarian beer, this is in no way a drinking contest!  The goal is to hold a full one liter 
stein of beer, with one arm, fully outstretched and parallel to the floor, for as long as possible! 
This century old Bavarian strong - man contest will see its Second National U.S.  Championship 
held at the Oktoberfest in Central Park, Saturday, September 25th between 4 and 5 pm!  
Thirteen regional contestants have qualified in competitions held in cities all over the US.  
Competitors will be in town from Las Vegas NV, Frankenmuth MI, Milwaukee WI,  Panama City
Beach and Lake Worth FL, Pittsburgh PA, Cincinnati/Newport KY, Cleveland OH, Jersey City NJ, 
Staten Island & Franklin Square NY,  and New Braunfels and Dallas/Plano TX.  Each regional 
winner from out of the tristate area will be flown to Manhattan to compete for the US title! 

The winner of this US National Championship will travel to the city of Munich, capital of Bavaria, 
Germany,  and receive a private dinner and guided tour at the legendary Hofbrauhaus of 
Munich—the most famous beer hall in the world! 


The Sport: 

“Masskrugstemmen” is a Bavarian sport; the name translates loosely into the lifting of a liter mug of beer. The “Masskrug”, a 1 liter Stein, is to be held with one arm, completely stretched out and parallel to the floor.  The goal is simple: to hold the Stein up for as long as possible. 

Regional Tournaments: 

In cooperation with Hofbräu North America, 14 restaurants, bars, and beer gardens across the United States were selected to hold regional tournaments. These were held as “one night only” events or on a regular (weekly) basis, producing a winner no later than Friday, September 3, 2010. 

The winner of each regional tournament wins a trip to New York (round trip air fare, hotel accommodations plus some spending money) to represent his region in the finals. The finals will be held at the “German-American Friendship Party” following the 53rd German-American Steuben Parade on Saturday, September 25th, 2010 at approximately 4 PM on the Summerfest Stage in Central Park. The audience will be approximately 5000 people.

The winner of the finals will be named “US Champion in Masskrugstemmen” and will receive a trip for two to Munich, Germany to visit the original Hofbräuhaus. This includes round-trip air fare, hotel accommodation, guided tour at the Hofbräu brewery, and dinner at the Hofbräuhaus.

Regulations: 

Whereas the regional tournaments can be held under rules set by the local proprietor, the rules for the finals in New York are strict. It is strongly recommended that local tournaments will be held under rules as close as possible to the following, which will be used at the finals: 

- The Masskrug is a 1 liter glass stein.

- The Masskrug is filled with 1 liter of Hofbräu beer. 

- The combined weight of Stein and Beer is approx. 5 pounds. 

- The Masskrug is to be held with one arm (left or right), stretched out in front of the body (not sideways!), and completely parallel to the floor. 

- If the arm holding the Masskrug if not absolutely parallel to the floor, the contestant gets a warning – after two warnings follows disqualification. 

- Any spilling of beer is an automatic disqualification.
